
 
  
  

FURTHER STEPS AGAINST ANC MAYOR PROMISED  
 

MAYOR TELLS PROTESTORS TO "LOOP KAK" (GO SHIT)  
  
The Right to Agrarian Reform for Food Sovereignty Campaign on Saturday condemned 
Juliana Marlow, ANC mayor of Hoogland Municipality in the Northern Cape after the mayor 
had apparently showed contempt in the worst possible manner for protestors that were 
taking part in a march organized by the campaign. 
  
The main purpose of the march in Calvinia was to protest against the neo-liberal capitalist 
approach of the Kareeberg, Karoo Hoogland and Hantam municipalities that favour white 
commercial farmers over emerging farmers, farm workers and the rural poor and thereby 
maintain the racist and sexist discrimination of the past. The activists were deeply upset 
yesterday when they heard that Kareeberg and Karoo Hoogland municipalities had 
refused to make themselves available to receive the memorandum of the protestors. They 
decided to go ahead anyway. 
  
While they were handing the memorandum and to the mayors of Hantam and Namakwa 
municipalities and chanting “NO LAND, NO VOTE!” they were interrupted by a noisy 
motorcade of a few ANC members and large numbers of children that was canvassing 
people to vote ANC. When they spotted Mayor Juliana Marlow in the motorcade they 
confronted her and asked why she chose to canvas instead of being available to the 
citizens of her municipality. She told them to ‘go shit’ and made rude hand sings at them. 
  
The protestors became enraged and the police had their hands full keeping them 
separated from ANC supporters. “There is just no way we are letting her get away with 
this,” said Ricado Jacobs of the Food Sovereignty Campaign. “She shows utter contempt 
for the people she was elected to serve. Even if we have to take this up with the national 
executive of the ANC we will do so.”
